The eventual product has been partitioned into three “tiers”: (1)
Identification and definition of potential lamprey passage metrics, (2)
determination of which metrics are most relevant and measurable,
and (3) application of standards to chosen metrics.

Chris Caudill and Josh Murauskas volunteered to prepare a
preliminary draft of Tier 1.
