2. Projects which include actions called for in federal, state, or tribal
recovery or restoration plans, including those actions intended to
reduce the impacts of ESA mitigation measures.

3. Projects which provide data needed in the preparation of a
biological opinion.

Action: The Caucus agreed to use the above criteriato assign ESA statusto al FY
2000 project proposals.
Action: The Caucus developed the attached list of project proposals using the

above criteria and agreed to present a budget recommendation based on
the assumption that the designated projects would be funded from sources
other than the RFM budget.
