	Assignment from Members Regarding Analysis of Relationships between Subbasin Objectives and Basin-wide Goals
The current phase of this assignment is nearing completion. Comments on and revisions to the draft provided for review in October have been received from WDFW, ODFW, and IDFG.  Dave Ward will present a summary at the Winter Members Meeting in Boise, January 21-22, 2009, and will seek Member’s approval to present the findings to other groups in the region.  This will help to ensure that these groups understand how the objectives were developed, and will facilitate future discussions when the Council seeks review and discussion of subbasin summary tables submitted as part of the CBFWA amendment recommendation.

	Coordinated Regional Aquatic Monitoring
