Review Agenda and Meeting Introduction

The focus of the meeting will be to approve a strategy and plan for developing a
comprehensive draft Fish and Wildlife Program amendment recommendation to the
Northwest Power and Conservation Council through the Columbia Basin Fish and
Wildlife Authority.

FY 2005 Status of the Resource Report

Working collaboratively with data management projects, Bonneville Power
Administration, Northwest Power and Conservation Council (NPCC), and fish and
wildlife managers, the CBFWA developed, coordinated, and implemented the Status of
the Resources Project, a comprehensive and uniform basin-wide data inventory and
reporting project that mines and compiles abundance data for fish and wildlife
populations throughout the Columbia River Basin. Although there are reports and
websites that provide status and trend data for fish and wildlife species, these reports are
often area-limited, do not include anadromous and resident fish as well as wildlife, and
are void of the biological objectives associated with each of the populations. The “2005
Status of the Resources Report” provides a template for a detailed review, at a subbasin
scale throughout the Columbia River Basin, of the status and trends of anadromous and
resident fish species in relation to biological objectives. Future reports will utilize this
template to provide continuity for monitoring the trends of focal species populations and
their status relative to biological objectives established fish and wildlife managers.

Copies of the “2005 Status of the Resources Report” will be distributed to each Member
and the CBFWA staff will demonstrate the functions of Status of the Resources Project
website. In addition, the CBFWA staff will discuss project deliverables/expectations for
2007 which include: a wildlife section (currently in development with the assistance of
the Wildlife Advisory Committee), 2006 and 2007 fish data, potential submission to
Congress pending Members agreement, and use during the NPCC’s Program Amendment
process.

Joe Mentor will review the Northwest Power Act from the context of the fish and wildlife
managers providing Program amendment recommendations to the Northwest Power and
Conservation Council. The fish and wildlife managers hold a unique status within the
Power Act for making recommendations to the Council.

Strategy and Plan for Developing Recommendations to Amend the Fish and Wildlife
Program

CBFWA staff will set the context for the next Program amendment process by
summarizing the existing Fish and Wildlife Program and describing the current
expectations for a Program amendment. The Members Advisory Group have approved a
draft outline for the anticipated amendment and the CBFWA technical committees have
described the expected technical level work for completing the outline. The members
will review proposed timelines and work plans for completing the draft amendment by
the end of 2007. A strategy will also be described to ensure the broadest level of support
for the draft amendment.
