Limiting Factors & Threats, Management Strategies Actions to Address Limiting Factors & Threats:  
The reasons for a species’ decline are generally described in terms of limiting factors and threats.  NMFS defines limiting factors as those biological and physical conditions limiting ESU/DPS and population viability (e.g., elevated water temperature).  NMFS defines threats as those human activities, or naturally induced actions that cause limiting factors (e.g., loss of riparian vegetation, which causes loss of shade and consequently, elevated water temperatures).   
Limiting factors and threats, as well as, management strategies and actions may be found in the following completed recovery plans. Limiting factors and management actions from recovery plans currently in progress will be incorporated into ARC Reader as the information becomes available.
