The Columbia Basin Fish and Wildlife Authority (CBFWA) Members would like to express our support for funding the 19 within-year budget modification requests (Attachment A) submitted for consideration through the first Fiscal Year (FY) 2006 Quarterly Review. 

Due to the spending patterns during this current rate case (Table 1), we believe these requests, and additional requests at the second Quarterly Review, should be funded to fulfill the Bonneville Power Administration’s budgeting rules for FY 2004-2006.  The planned FY 2006 Expense budget for the Fish and Wildlife Program is $158.4 million; however, based on historic trends, actual spending could be less than $139 million.  Total spending for this rate case appears to be approximately $8 million less than the promised $556 million (not including the $2 million underspent in FY 2002). Subsequently, $8 million appears to be available to support the within-year adjustment requests for this fiscal year.  We also support all requests in the Capital portion of the Program.
