Suggested Assignment from Members to AFAC:
Demonstrate the degree of linkage between subbasin-level objectives and basin-wide objectives (e.g., 5 million adult salmonids at Bonneville Dam).

As stated in Section 3 of the recommended amendments to the Fish and Wildlife Program, “objectives are often limited to adult returns to the subbasin, and are usually for naturally-produced fish only.  These adult-return objectives are not directly comparable to basin-wide objectives, because they do not generally incorporate returns of hatchery fish, broodstock needs, mainstem harvest, or unexplained losses between Bonneville Dam and subbasin of origin.”  
The suggested approach is something similar to the following for each subbasin:
