Streamline CBFWA resident-fish-oriented amendments

The resident fish portion of the CBFWA amendment recommendations totals more than 400 pages. Upon review, it appears that there is potential to condense the material to reduce the overall size of the document. For many of the focal species in a given subbasin, the limiting factors, measures, and strategies are identical. The RFAC should be directed to work with Neil Ward in updating the amendment to provide a more streamlined product. The proposal should direct Neil to compile the information, using the approach described below, and then to work with the individual managers to ensure the compilations are accurate.
