The agenda will include the following crediting issues: 1)
crediting on acquisitions with active grazing leases, 2) crediting
against lower Snake River projects, 3) and Taylor Grazing Act
impediment to retiring grazing leases on acquisitions. The agenda will
also include a discussion of the Council’s proposed new project
selection process and how the WC can participate. Some have
expressed concern over the diminished opportunity for the WC to
influence project selection under the Provincial Review Process.
