Section 7.  Abstract

The Dworshak Wildlife Cultural Survey Project is to provide funding for Cultural Resource Surveys on all newly acquired mitigation properties.  Funds were not furnished in the Dworshak Wildlife Mitigation Agreement to do Cultural Resource Surveys. This proposal is to provide funds to conduct any reconnaissance surveys of any parcels purchased over the next five years, as needed. 

Section 8.  Project description

a.
Technical and/or scientific background
The construction of Dworshak Dam on the North Fork Clearwater River had an impact on wildlife habitats along 45 miles of the North Fork Clearwater River.  The Dworshak Wildlife Agreement was signed in 1992 and a trust fund set up to provide funding for wildlife mitigation.  However,  BPA retained the responsibility for cultural resource surveys on mitigation lands acquired under the Dworshak Agreement.

Rationale and significance to Regional Programs
The NPT under the Dworshak Wildlife Mitigation Project recently acquired 760 acres of wildlife mitigation lands and needs to have a cultural survey on it to provide needed information before a management plan can be completed.  Funding is available for land acquisition in the future so cultural surveys will need to be conducted on a regular bases over the next 5 years.

Project history (for ongoing projects)

The NPT signed an agreement with the BPA  in 1992 and received 7.1 million in the form of a trust fund to mitigate for lost habitat and preform O&M on a minimum of 10,000 acres.   However, the BPA retained the responsibility for cultural resource surveys.  Due to this arrangement proposals are to be submitted to the prioritization process for funding cultural resource surveys.

Proposal objectives  

The objectives of this proposal is to provide funding to conduct cultural resource surveys on wildlife mitigation properties acquired under the Dworshak Wildlife Mitigation Agreement.by the NPT:

1. Document all available information on existing cultural resources in the area of the mitigation property.

2. Conduct Cultural Resource Reconnaissance Survey

3. Develop a Cultural Resources Management plan for the property.
