

Paul Conrecode has 12 years experience working with fisheries and ESA issues in the Pacific Northwest, including work as fisheries biologist for the Historic Salmon Distribution study task.  As part of Endangered Species Act compliance, he has assisted the City of Renton with review of city policies and practices, and completed an extensive report on fish distribution and habitat, including all streams, lakes, and wetlands.  The report includes detailed use of GIS mapping, with multiple data layers for different fish species, habitat types, sensitive areas, surface water utilities, and city limits and urban growth boundaries.

Mr. Conrecode has conducted extensive fisheries monitoring in the Cedar River system for the City of Renton. It includes multiyear fall and winter spawning surveys, assessment of sockeye fry emergence and outmigration, riparian vegetation monitoring and maintenance recommendations, and snorkeling surveys to determine juvenile fish use of constructed side-channel areas. In addition, permitting for the project required spawning gravel supplementation to a reach of the upper Cedar River.  Golder engineers and fisheries biologists considered several alternatives for gravel placement based on construction safety and minimizing impacts to the river. 

He has conducted extensive chinook, coho, and steelhead spawning surveys by foot, boat, and helicopter on the Hoh River (Washington coast), and calculated spawning escapement for those stocks. His work with salmon and steelhead habitat includes in-depth research comparing streams in logged areas to streams in Olympic National Park.  He led a systematic ambient monitoring program that included valley segment and aquatic habitat classification, gravel and sediment analysis using a McNeil cylinder and Tyler sieves, flow measurement, thermograph installation and monitoring, and densiometer readings for forest canopy closure.
