Santiam Water Control District; Santiam River.

An existing revetment on the Santiam River, the “Hatch Revetment” maintained by the Santiam Water Control District, washed out during a flood in November 1999 jeopardizing property and infrastructure.  Acquired appropriate permits and coordinated reconstruction.

Santiam Water Control District; Headgate overflow structure.
